There he served
as Chief Server Architect and was responsible for the server backend software and
infrastructure, helping lead the technology to support 50 million users worldwide in less than a
year.

Jordan is a frequent contributor to the Open-Source Community, having authored free
software commonly included in modern Linux distributions as well as Windows software that
has been licensed by Microsoft. His works have been featured in various publications and
books as well as at several universities where his research has become part of their
curriculums. His work has also won numerous nominations and awards spanning across
Comdex, DEMO, SIIA, PC World, PC Magazine, and WIRED. Jordan speaks at technology
conferences around the world covering computer security, spam, and the music industry, and
currently serves on the InfoWorld CTO Advisory Council.
